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Boston Celtics 

With an NBA record 17 championships and more retired numbers than any other team, the 

Celtics are entrenched in basketball history.  The Celtics have been winning titles since 1959, 

including eight straight from 1959-1966 and 11 of 13 from 1957-1969 under the direction of 

legendary coach Red Auerbach.  Three more championship came in the 1980 behind the origi-

nal ñBig 3ò of Larry Bird, Kevin McHale and Robert Parrish.  In 2007, the Celtics added All-

Stars Kevin Garnett and Ray Allen to the squad, who joined with team captain Paul Pierce to 

perform the biggest single season turnaround in NBA history en route to the franchiseôs 17th 

championship banner.  The Celtics have been affiliated with the Red Claws since the inaugu-

ral season in 2009-2010 and entering this season have assigned five players to the team: Avery 

Bradley (2010-11), Marcus Landry (2009-10), Bill Walker (2009-10), Lester Hudson (2009-

10), and J.R. Giddens (2009-10). 

 

Charlotte Bobcats 

 

Members of the Southeast Division of the NBA, the Charlotte Bobcats were formed in 

2004.  Hall of Famer Michael Jordan took over majority owner in February 2010, becom-

ing the first former NBA player to own an NBA team and just the second African-

American NBA majority owner.  The Bobcats enjoyed their first playoff berth in 2009-

2010.  The Bobcats enter the 2010-11 season under the tutelage of a new coach, Paul Silas, 

a 16-year NBA veteran and three time NBA championship winner who garnered two rings 

while with Boston and one with Seattle.  The Bobcats have been the NBA parent club of 

the Maine Red Claws since the teamôs inaugural season of 2009-2010. Entering the current 

season, the Bobcats have assigned two NBA players to the team: Sherron Collins (2010-11) and Alexis Ajinca (2009-10) 

 

 

Philadelphia 76ers 

 

Formally known as the Syracuse Nationals, the Philadelphia 76ers franchise predates the NBA, 

having been founded in 1937 and joining the newly formed NBA in 1949. The storied franchise, 

which moved to Philadelphia in 1963, has been home to more than its share of legendary Hall of 

Famers, including Wilt Chamberlain, Julius Erving, Moses Malone, and Charles Barkley. With 

more than 2,600 wins in the teamôs history, the Sixers are behind only the Celtics and Lakers in all-

time wins. They have made it to the postseason 45 times, capturing three NBA titles (1955, 1967 

and 1983), five conference championships and nine division championships. 2011-12 will mark the 

first season that the Philadelphia 76ers have been affiliated with the Maine Red Claws.

A graduate of 

St. Francis College and the Stonier Graduate School of Banking at Rutgers University, Ryan and his wife, Peg, reside in Falmouth and have four 

children. 

 

Michael E. Dubyak is the President, CEO, and Chairman of Wright Express, the leading provider of information and payment solutions to 

commercial and government fleets in North America.  While his work reaches far across the continent, he is still grounded in the Portland 

community, acting on the USM Board of Visitors and the Greater Portland United Way.  

 

Drew Gilman is the owner of NEPW Logistics a Maine-based circuit of warehouse and transportation companies providing logistics services to 

New England forest product companies. Gilman is originally from Newport, ME and a graduate from Dartmouth College. He lives in Cape 

Elizabeth with his wife Barbee and their three children. 

 

Stephen Goodrich is the CEO and Founder of PowerPay, a locally based provider of payment solutions to retailers across the country. Goodrich 

has a history in sports as well; he was a player, coach, and GM in the New England League, Eastern Football League, and Minor League 

Football System. Goodrich graduated from Gorham High School and the University of Rhode Island.  

 

Stephen L. Griswold has extensive experience in real estate including developing, owning, and operating the Sheraton Harbor Side Portsmouth 

Hotel and the Auburn Hilton Garden Inn/RiverWatch. He has also been involved with the development and ownership of large dwelling units, 

nursing units, commercial buildings, etc. Griswold has he owned and operated one of NASCAR's leading Busch East stock car programs. He is a

Jennings was an assistant coach and scouting coordinator for the Boston Celtics and 

was part of their 1986 championship team. He also served as an assistant coach in the 1991 NBA All-Star game in Charlotte, NC. Jennings 

began his basketball career as a student assistant to Indiana University coach Bob Knight and began his NBA career as a scout and video 

coordinator for the Indiana Pacers.  Jennings attended Indiana University (Bloomington) and Harvard University. Jennings and his wife Amy 

live in Cumberland with their daughter. 

 

John Leonard is the President and CEO of MEMIC, an agency that covers 65% of Maine's commercial workers compensation market.  He 

created MEMIC Indemnity of New Hampshire which is now the 5th largest compensation company in New England. A graduate of Siena 

College, Leonard is active in his industry, serving on many Boards and has been a major supporter of several nonprofit organizations in Maine. 

 

Rowland T. Moriarty is the Chairman of the Board at Charles River Associates International and Vice President of the Wright Express

Jon Jennings is a partner in Maine Basketball, LLC and the President and General Manager of the 

Maine Red Claws. In 2010, he received the inaugural NBA Development League Executive of the 

Year Award in recognition of bringing the Red Claws to Maine and the franchiseôs success.

Jennings began his basketball career as a student assistant to Indiana University coach, Bob Knight and began his NBA ca-

reer as a scout and video coordinator for the Indiana Pacers. Jennings attended Indiana University (Bloomington) and Har-

vard University receiving his masterôs in public administration. In 2001, he was named the Joseph Martin, Jr. Scholar at 

Stonehill College in Easton, MA where he taught courses on the American Presidency.  

 

Jennings currently serves as a member of the board of directors of Mercy Hospital, the Boys and Girls Clubs of Southern 

Maine, the Portland Business Advisory Council for the City of Portland and the Maine Sports Hall of Fame. He and his wife 

Amy have one daughter, Abigail. 
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Dave Leitao, Head Coach 

Dave Leitao, 51, was named the second head coach in Red Claws history on July 21, 2011. He 

brings a wealth of college experience to Maine, with a coaching career that has spanned 25 years 

at top college programs. The Massachusetts native is the former head coach of the University of 

Virginia where he was named the 2006-07 Atlantic Coast Conference Coach of the Year by the 

Associated Press as well as the 2007 National Association of Basketball Coaches District 5 Coach 

of the Year. Previously, he was head coach at Northeastern University and DePaul University and 

served lengthy stints as an assistant coach at Northeastern and the University of Connecticut. As 

the assistant coach at UConn, Leitao served under Hall-of-Fame head coach Jim Calhoun for 

whom he had also played at Northeastern University. 

 

A two-year captain at Northeastern from 1978-1982, the 6'7" forward helped the Huskies reach the NCAA Tournament in 

his final two years. At Calhounôs behest, Leitao entered the coaching ranks as Northeasternôs assistant coach in 1984, fol-

lowing Calhoun to UConn in 1986. He took the reins of his own team in 1994, returning to his alma mater as head coach 

from 1994-96. Leitao returned to UConn as associate head coach in 1996, remaining for six years, including the Huskies 

National Championship season of 1999, before being named the head coach at DePaul in 2002. He oversaw the Blue 

Demonsô transition from Conference USA to the Big East basketball conference, leading DePaul to two trips to the NIT and 

one to the NCAA Tournament before joining the University of Virginia as head coach in 2005. Most recently, Leitao 

worked as a consultant for the Next Level Talent Management Agency, a sports and entertainment management firm in Vir-

ginia Beach, VA.

A native of Reading, PA, Marshall played three seasons for the University of Connecticut is a 

member of the UConn Basketball All-Century Team. Marshall held the school's single-game records for points (855), field 

goals made (307) and free throws made (200) until they were broken this past season by Kemba Walker. While at UConn, 

Marshall was a 1994 consensus All-America First Team selection and the Big East Conference Player of the Year for 1993-

94. As a testament to his commitment to the betterment of student-athletes, Marshall made a $100,000 contribution to his 

alma mater in 1996. Marshall's generous donation, to be applied toward a men's basketball scholarship, was matched by 

UConn which now bestows the annual Donyell Marshall scholarship.  

 

Marshall is married to Leea and has two daughters, Taylor and Devynn, and four sons, Terrance, Marquis, Paryss and 

Donyell, Jr.
